This Newsletter brings
forth some of the research achievements and other
activities of the centre.

As it is well known tha! the aquatic resources
of Himalayan region are vast, rich and diversified.
They are the repositories of the country’s water
resources being drained by major river sysiems.
The scientific resource assessment of uplands has
not received much attention though these contribute
significantly to the region from socio-economic view
point in terms of fishery. Geoinformatics has
become a modern tool to create the authentic
darabase in limited time; those can be used not only
for scientific management of water bodies but also
will provide the opportunities of expioring the
suitable sites for fisheries development. Presently
based on satellite imageries the digitization and
mapping of lakes, reservoirs and rivers of
Uttarakhand has been accomplished by the centre.
Further, the data belonging to various coldwater fish
species has been computerized in the form of
database by the centre. The data on the various
coldwater fishes of Himalayan region has been
structured for its quick and efficient retrieval of
scientific information for analysis and interpretation.

Efforts are also being made to bring the hill
states of country under a common platform to
assess the common as well as area wise issues
so that the coldwater fisheries gets a boost in the
coming years. "
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Short term training courses were organized for
the personnel’s of State Fisheries Department of
Manipur and THDC, Tehri with the aim to upgrade
their skills in the field of golden mahseer breeding
and rearing.

The meeting of the ‘Priorities in Biotechnology

NEWS FROM RESEARCH FRONT

Characierization of fishery resources of
Uttarakhand by using Geoinformatics

» Coldwater fishery resources of Uttarakhand
were characterized using GIS. Based on satellite
imageries the perimeter and area of reservoirs
of Kumaon and Garhwal regions were
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ascertained. In addition all the 22 rivers flowing
through Uttarakhand were also mapped to
define their length and course of flow.

The lakes Arwatal, Bajwarital, Duiriatal, Gandhi
Sarovar, Gohnatal, Hemkund, Kashnital,
Kholiya, Lamatal, Nandikund, Panyatal,
Sastrutal, Satratal and Vasukital in Garhwal
region. In Kumaon region the lakes Nainital,
Bhimtal, Naukuchiatal, Sattal, Garurtal,
Khurpatal and Shyamlatal and reservoirs of tarai
region viz., Nanaksagar, Baigul, Dhaura, Baur,
Haripura, Tumuria, Ramgangasagar and
Sardarsagar were studied.

The total length of the rivers namely, Alaknanda,
Asan, Bhagirthi, Bhakra, Dhauliganga, Ganga,
Gola, Goriganga, Kali, Koshi, Ladhia,
Mandakini, Nandhaur, Pilakhar, Pinder,
Ramganga-W, Ramganga-N, Solani, Song,
Sarju, Tons and Yamuna was defined.

atabase on coldwater fishes of India

Data on different coldwater fish species
belonging to different families was collected,
analyzed and computerized in the form of
database. The database includes the collection
of inter-related data sets, which contain
information about the particular entity and the
database management system is a collection
of interrelated files and set of programmes to
allow user to add, access and modify the data.

The database is efficient in storing and retrieving
information according to user’s requirement. An
attempt has been made to store all the coldwater
fishes, which are available in Indian uplands and
programmes have been developed with various
structural databases. Database systems are
designed in such a way to manage farge number
of information. Microsoft Visual Basic 6.0
software has been used in developing the forms
as front-end tool and Microsoft Access 2000
for tables as back-end tool.

This database includes various modules such
as fish species distribution, distinguishing
characters, fishery information, present status,
commercial importance, working group and
references with scientific photograph of the
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individual species. Another module is also
developed to give an idea to identify the fish
snecies through distinguish characters.

Fisheries development in NEH region

Status of fish in the drainage system of
Arunachal Pradesh indicates high diversity in
number of available species due to diversified
climate and topography of the habitat. A total of 137
species having both food and ornamental value
have been recorded in the state from the wild. The
distribution of the fish in different rivers and water
oodies along the altitude has also been surveyed.
Besides, many introduced fish species (both EC+
IMC) are being farmed by the people inhabiting the
lower and middie altitude zone of the state. Exotic
trouts are available in the area cf high aititude of
East and West Kameng district of the state due to
ranching programme of the state Fisheries
Department from their Sergaon trout hatchery.
